Frequently Asked Questions
Enrolling into Year 7

How do | apply to enrol my child?
By submitting an application to enrol along with required supporting documents. This form can be located
on our website or hard copies available at reception.

When are enrolment forms available?

Generally speaking, the forms are available in the second half of Term 1. They are also distributed to our
local primary schools at the start of Term 2. If unable to submit online, please seek assistance from our
office staff.

Enrolments officially open on the first week of Term 2.

When do Enrolment Forms need to be in by?

Application forms are due by the first week of Term 3 (mid to late July), in order to be considered within the
first-round acceptances. Term 2 is a suggested time to apply as this also ensures you receive information
regarding our program workshops.

When will | receive the outcome?

After the enrolment close date (first Friday of term 3), the review process begins. Shortly after this you will
receive an outcome in writing via post. Successful applicants are issued with an enrolment package, to
secure placement this must be returned within 2 weeks of receiving.

If | attend a local primary school, is that automatic acceptance?
Eligibility for enrolment is based on where the child lives, rather than which primary school they attend.

Is my house within the school intake boundary?
Hampton Senior High School has been declared as a local intake school, the local intake boundary is
declared by the State Government.

Can | apply for multiple Specialist and Enrichment programs?

Yes, students are welcome to apply for all programs where there is interest. Workshops are held for;
Specialist Cheer Dance, Specialist Performing Arts, Specialist Digital Technologies, Applied STEM and
Athletics Academy. No workshop is held for Applied English and Hass, this is based off reports and NAPLAN
results. Outcomes for programs are provided around a similar time to enrolment outcomes.

When are the workshops held for the Specialist and Enrichment programs?
Generally, mid-term 2 and start of term 3, students are required to attend a workshop to be considered
within the program. Parents/guardians will be notified ahead of time for the upcoming workshops.

What if | missed the workshop?

All program coordinators are advised of students who submitted an expression of interest, however missed
the workshop. They will review this list once the new school year starts, parent/guardians will be contacted
should a space become available, and the child meets the criteria.
